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Hanging indent – use a .5” hanging indent for all reference list citations. Not sure how? This handout has directions. 

Authors – do not spell out an author’s first or middle name or include their credentials. For two to twenty authors, an 

ampersand “&” precedes the last author’s name. More information for citing multiple authors is in the APA Style Blog. 

Titles – italicize the title. Capitalize the first word of the title, first word of a subtitle (usually after a colon “:”), and proper 

nouns. 

Edition – include a notation for editions that follow the first (2nd, 3rd…) but do not include a notation for the first edition.  

Publisher – include the publisher name but not the location. Omit superfluous terms such as Inc. or Co.  
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
